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Notes 



1 Starting in 2026, the CP Journal plans to transition to a continuous publishing model. This means that  traditional  page  number  references  may  be  replaced  by  the  eLocator  (Electronic  Locator) assigned to each article. For Volume 34(2), the eLocator for each article is derived from its DOI (Digital  Object  Identifier).  For  example,  the  eLocator  for  the  article  with  DOI 10.12795/CP.2025.i34.v2.05 would be: e2534205. 

Structure of the eLocator: A lowercase e, followed by: The last two digits of the publication year (25 for 2025). The Issue number (34). The Volume number (2). The article's assigned order number (05) 

How to cite: 

In  the  reference  list,  assigned  page  ranges  can  be  omitted.  For  in-text  citations  of  a  specific passage, the page number can be used alongside the eLocator and DOI, leveraging the utility of the article's internal pagination. 

Examples:

2) In-text citation (for a direct quote):(Vázquez-Cintrano & López-Ruiz, 2025, p. 7). 

The  format shown in example 1 is for APA 7th edition. This approach is also compatible with other  major  citation  styles:  Harvard:  Author(s)  (Year)  'Title  of  article',  Journal  Name, volume(number),  eLocator. Vancouver:  Author  AA,  Author  BB. Title  of  article.  Journal  Abbrev. 

Year;volume(number):eLocator. Chicago (Notes-Biblio): Author. "Title of Article." Journal Name volume,  no.  number  (Year):  eLocator.  MLA  9th:  Author.  "Title  of  Article."  Journal  Name,  vol. 

volume, no. number, year, pp. eLocator. DOI/URL.
